MANIPUR STATE ARCHIVES

The Manipur State Archives was established in Mat&82 under the Directorate of
Social Welfare, Art & Culture Manipur. The Art & @Qure Directorate was bifurcated from
the Directorate of Social Welfare, Manipur in theay 1990. The Manipur State Archives has
been functioning with a skeletal staff of 20 (tw@nheaded by Dr. K. Sushila Devi in her
capacity on Deputy Director, Manipur State Archivdhe State Government enacted
Manipur Public Records Act, 2000 to strengthen tlfiegnctioning of the Manipur State
Archives. Now the State Archives is functioning lwithe following seven sections viz. (1)
Administration, (2) Functional Activities (3) Repag & Binding, (4) Research &
Publication, (5) Conservation & Rehabilitation, (6prary and (7) Reprography and other
projects.

1. Objective:- In order to enable the Manipur State Archives e@ofgrm its functions
more effectively with the approach of new scientifiventions & technology, the need for
expansion, development & strengthening of the exjsbtate Archives was felt very much
essential. Meanwhile, the Government of India, Btiryi of Human Resource Development,
Department of Culture, New Delhi was contemplatibgut the new initiative to be taken up
for the North East Region in consultation with iate Government as well as educational
and other related institutions operating in thee€staThe strengthening of the existing State
Archives was also one of the areas where the nigatives need to be evolved.

As early as March, 1958, the National Archivesrafia, Govt. of India, New Delhi,
on the recommendations of the National CommitteArmhivists laid down a minimum
standard which a State Record Office, however smallld be expected to maintain with
regard for maintenance, preservation and utiliratod records, and the staff to be an
independent organization of records, and the staffe required for the purpose. The status
of the State Record Office should be an independeganization and should, in no case, be
tagged with Archaeology, Museum or Library andrien functions should be as follows:-

)] To concentrate in a single repository all the+worrent records, both confidential
and non-confidential of the State Secretariat &edatuthorities subordinate to it,
whether at the Head Quarters or elsewhere, indudbstrict, Division and
Collectorate and similar records of the High Cauntl other Courts;

i) To house them in a properly equipped buildings;

iii) To arrange and classify them on scientificnoiples;

iv) To take such measures as are required for pinegervation and rehabilitation;
V) To make them available both to the official andhe non-official use;

vi) To provide the records with necessary referemzglia, such as summary and
detailed inventories, hand books etc. and

vi)  To ensure that Non Government Agency use ahyheir archives except in
accordance with the rules framed for the purpose.
